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Campaign Chairman for the 2011 Southeastern North Carolina Combined Federal Campaign (CFC)

This year brought many challenges to our campaign.  We merged the three coastal counties of the Cape Fear Area Combined Federal Campaign (CFC) into our region adding the counties of Pender, New Hanover and Brunswick.  This grew our campaign area to seventeen counties in Southeastern North Carolina.  We experienced deployments from all three military bases in our region, along with the command leadership of the XVIII Airborne Corps and 82D Airborne Division.  We saw the integration of Pope Air Force Base into Fort Bragg and their designation to Pope Army Air Field, along with the downsizing of their assigned personnel.  Additionally, we planned for the possible loss of the 400 postal employees that are employed with the postal processing plant in Fayetteville, as well as the overall instability of the economy.   As an offset to these deployments and other challenges, we saw the final move of Forces Command (FORSCOM) and Reserve Command (USARC) into the Fort Bragg community.  
The goal for the 2011 Combined Federal Campaign (CFC) was established at the spring meeting.  We discussed the overall success of the 2010 campaign, the economic climate, the potential loss of postal employees, and the potential impact deployments scheduled during the 2011 campaign period could have on the 2011 campaign.  Also discussed was the merger with the Cape Fear Area CFC and the completed FORSCOM and USARC move. We set a challenging goal for the 2011 campaign at $2,500,000.

Though we had many successes in our 2011 campaign, we still saw a slight reduction in pledges as a result of deployments and economic uncertainties.  Our expectations were high for the 2011 campaign and with leadership from all commands at Fort Bragg, Pope Army Air Field and Seymour Johnson Air Force Base, along with the leadership of our exceptional civilian Federal Community, the goal was achieved and exceeded.  The 2011 campaign closed out the year with designations of $2,524,680.64.  This was a decrease of ($92,329.28) from the 2010 campaign.  On a positive note, we saw an increase of on-line pledging from $333,094.00 in 2010 to $527,474.00 in 2011 an increase of $194,380.00.
The total dollars raised in the campaign had only 33 percent of the potential donors pledging in the campaign.  This indicating that there is plenty of room for improvement in the 2012 campaign.  Fort Bragg saw a monetary decrease from the 2010 campaign of ($105,608.10).  Seymour Johnson Air Force Base saw an increase of $8,761.59 while Pope Army Air Field had a decrease of ($39,143.11).  Other participating federal agencies saw an overall increase of $13,278.82.  
The postal divisions had an overall increase, with the Fayetteville Postal Service increasing by $18,661.06, the Fayetteville P&DC Processing Plant increased $6,427.22 and the Satellite Postal Offices declined for a second year in a row by ($23,438.04), this after having a record year in the 2009 campaign.  The largest decline in the campaign was from the 82D Airborne Division, that declined by ($291,671.36) and the 82D Airborne Division was bumped out of first place by the U.S. Army Special Operations Command.  USASOC also had 4,267 fewer assigned personnel.
Our 2011 region’s campaign success can be directly attributed to leadership and support of our military and civilian federal agencies in our seventeen counties and the caring hearts of our federal donors.


          Accomplishments from the 2011 Campaign

· Total contributions were $2,524,680.64.

· A total of 18,689 federal employees made pledges in the 2011 campaign.  
· The average payroll gift was $176.11 with 13,548 or 72% contributing via payroll deduction.

· Our website has served the campaign well along with reducing expenses associated with public notices that were previously being placed in local newspapers.  We now publish all notifications required by the Office of Personnel Management (OPM) on our site in lieu of paying for newspaper ads, etc.  We are able to notify all participating charities of application deadlines and provide necessary documentation on the site as well.  
· This is the second year for on-line pledging and we saw an increase over the first year from $333,094 to 527,474.

· U.S. Army Forces Command (FORSCOM) an increase over previous year’s campaign of $128,037.18 and total contributions of $138,016.24.  

· U.S. Army Reserve Command (USARC) with an increase over previous year’s campaign of $79,579.96 and total contributions of $83,973.96.

· U.S. Army Special Operations Command (USASOC) with an increase over previous year’s campaign of $48,637.02 and total contributions of $401,511.42.
Small and medium campaigns:

· Fayetteville Postal Service with an increase over previous year’s campaign of $18,661.06 and total contributions of $64,200.96.
· Fort Bragg Resident Office of the Corps of Engineers with an increase over previous year’s campaign of $4,696.44 and total contributions of $23,621.78.
· U.S. Army Audit Agency with an increase over previous year’s campaign of $3,087.62 and total contributions of $13,218.  The Army Audit Agency has a strength of 30 personnel and raised $13,218, with 87% participation, and this year has the highest per-capita gift $508.38.  
Honorable Mention:
· The 20th Engineer Brigade had an increase over previous year’s campaign of 42,179.76 and total contributions of $76,280.48 in the large campaign category.
· Ground Intelligence Support Activity (GISA) has an organizational strength of 33 personnel raised $14,612.50, with 100% participation, and a per-capita gift of $442.80 in the small campaign category.
